The campground includes 
a showerhouse, dump sta-
tion, playground and two 
picnic shelters available for 
reservation. This park also 
offers winter camping from 
Nov. 1 to March 31, with 
electric hook-ups available.

Pomona State Park is 
located on the south shore 
of Pomona Reservoir. It 
offers 142 utility sites and 
200 primitive camping sites. 
South Wind Shelter House is 
a group facility, which can 
be reserved for picnics and 
other events. A swim beach 
and bathhouse are located 
in one of several picnic 
areas. Horseshoe pits, volley-
ball and basketball courts, 
playgrounds, trails and a 
nine-hole disc golf course 
are other recreational op-
portunities the park offers. 
Lighthouse Marina, a full 
service marina, is another of 
the park’s amenities.

Melvern Lake 
Like his counterpart at 

Pomona Lake, Melvern 
Lake’s operations manager, 
Jim Franz, said “it’s a neat 
honor” to have been listed 
as one of the Seven Wonders 
of Osage County. 

“Anytime you’re named a 
wonder, it’s something to be 
proud of,” he said. 

Franz thinks the students 
voted the lakes as wonders 
because “they realize the 
value of the lakes and the 
recreational opportunities 
they provide.”

Melvern Lake, which cov-
ers 6,930 acres, combines 
with its six parks and one 
marina to offer 23,362 acres 
of recreational fun for out-
door lovers. 

However, one of the most 
unique facets of the park, 
Franz notes, is the 5,000 
acres of native grass in the 
park. 

“It has a lot of the tall 
grass prairie of the Flint 
Hills ,” he said, which pro-
vides a very natural setting. 

Franz is also proud of 
Outlet Park, which he calls 
a “premier park,” noting the 

large number of visitors it 
attracts each year. 

The popular Outlet Park is 
situated below Melvern Dam. 
It has 150 campsites, 89 full 
hook-up sites, 51 sites with 
50 amps service, and 61 
sites with water and electric 
hookups. The campsites sur-
round a 90-acre fishing pond 
open annually from April 
1 to Oct. 31. Another 27-
acre pond is for swimming 
only. The park has a shelter 
available for reservation, 
playgrounds, softball field, 
sand volleyball courts, pay 
telephones and boat ramps.

Coeur d’Alene Park, 
located on the southeast cor-
ner of the lake, has a 60-unit 
campground, which includes 
35 electric hook-ups. The 
park also includes the lake’s 
overlook area, a swimming 
beach, playgrounds, two pic-
nic shelters for reservation, 
nature trails, picnic area, pay 
telephone, boat ramp and 
Melvern Lake Marina.

Arrow Rock Park is located 
about halfway up the south 
side of the lake, where there 
are 45 campsites, 19 with 
electric hookups and 14 with 
water hookups. A scenic 
picnic area on the central 
hilltop, complete with a 
shelter, provides nature en-
thusiasts with plenty to feel 
thankful for. Another small 
picnic area and a boat ramp 
are available as well.

Sun Dance Park is located 
at the southwest corner of 
the lake. The campground 
has 30 gravel camp pads. A 
boat ramp and picnic area 
with a shelter are available.

Turkey Point Park, located 
on the north side of the lake, 
has 50 camp pads, 36 with 
electric hookups. It also has 
a boat ramp, picnic area, wa-
terfront day use area, and an 
isolated group camp area.

Eisenhower State Park 
lies on the northern edge of 
Melvern Reservoir. It offers 
187 campsites with elec-
tricity and water, and five 
shower houses. Primitive 
campsites are available, as 
are two new yurts, cabin-
type structures that offer a 
unique camping experience. 

The park has a swim-
ming beach, horseshoe pits, 

playground equipment, and 
a nature trail that allows 
visitors to take a half-mile 
self-guided walk. For those 
that prefer to ride instead of 
walk, Crooked Knee horse-
back trail spans 20 miles 
throughout the park. In the 
summer, a variety of enter-
tainment and educational 
programs are scheduled.

Adjacent Melvern Wildlife 
Area harbors a variety of 
wildlife. Hunting is allowed 
except on the 1,100-acre 
waterfowl refuge, which is 
open to wildlife viewing. (It 
is closed to all activity dur-
ing the hunting season.)

Even if Osage County 
can’t enjoy the “two federal 
reservoirs, one county” dis-
tinction by itself, it can feel 
good knowing that nearly 
34,000 acres of water and 
parks make it a wondrous 
place to enjoy the outdoors.
